When there is an imminent risk of flooding to property, supported by an Environment Agency Flood Alert or Flood Warning being declared, sandbags are made available free of charge by West Oxfordshire District Council. They will deliver sandbags to the elderly or disabled at times of need.

Please be aware you will need a vehicle to transport them and may need several trips to collect enough. You will also need to take a shovel to move the sand.

· Burford: The Rec Car Park, Tanners Lane
· Charlbury: Charlbury Bowls Club, Ticknell Piece Road
· Milton-under-Wychwood: Car park next to the village hall, Shipton Road
· Ramsden: opposite Memorial Hall in Centre of Ramsden (on private land)
· Shipton-under-Wychwood: The New Beaconsfield Hall and Recreation Ground, Station Road
